Luke 12:19 “And I will say to my soul, “Soul, you
have many goods laid up for many years; take
your ease; eat, drink, and be merry.””?°But God
said to him, ‘Fool! This night your soul will be re-
quired of you; then whose will those things be
which you have provided?*'So is he who lays up
treasure for himself, and is not rich toward God.”




Luke 11:53 And as He said these things to them, the scribes

1 Timothy 6:9 But those who desire to be rich fall into temp-
tation and a snare, and into many toolish and harmtul lusts
which drown men in destruction and perdition.*°For the love
of money is a root of all kinds ot evil, for which some have
strayed from the faith in their greediness, and pierced them-
selves through with many sorrows.

a good foundation for the time to come, that they may lay
hold on eternal life.
